As we go to press, the 2008 Legislative Session is still in progress 
and the fi nal outcomes are uncertain.  We know, however, that 
the offi  ces of all Minnesota City Attorneys will feel the aff ects.  
Join experts who have spent long hours “up on the hill” to learn 
what happened and gain an understanding of what impact these 
legislative and judicial actions will have on your daily practice.

The afternoon sessions will focus on two areas of importance to City 
Attorneys. 
  The fi rst session on “Crisis Communications” will explain how city 

attorneys can support their city offi  cials during diffi  cult times 
by exploring what the media seeks during a crisis, explaining 
the importance of developing media relations, describing the 
cornerstones for communications planning, and providing tips 
for interacting with the media during a reporters’ initial call, and 
fi nally highlighting some general cautions.  

  The fi nale session will focus on “Fallout from the Foreclosure 
Crisis.”   According to the Star Tribune, Minnesota is headed 
toward a record number of foreclosures this year, an increase 
of nearly 39 percent!  Participants will hear how cities large and 
small from throughout Minnesota are aff ected, what tools are 
available, and then participate in a discussion of what lies ahead.
